Lynde 500 Car Design Requirements

All karts raced in the Lynde 500 must meet these basic safety requirements.

Please see highlighted rules as they are new this year.
1.0  Running Gear

1.1  Wheels


Front
6 inch outside diameter


Back
7 inch outside diameter


Wheels must be solid rubber (no plastic foam or pneumatic tires)


The hub must be plastic, but may have ball bearings.

1.2  Wheel Base


Rear Width (outside)  20-24 inches


Front Width (outside) 21-22 inches


Rear Axle to Front Axle (Center) 35 inches

1.3  Max steering of front wheels


4.5”  from lock right to lock left

1.4  Ground Clearance


minimum height of 3.5 inches from ground surface to bottom floor board of Kart (not axle)


maximum height of 8 inches from ground surface to bottom floor board of Kart (not axle)
2.0 Body

2.1 Dimensions


Length  6 ft or less


Width  3 ft or less


Height 3 ft or less


Car May be of any weight

2.2 Materials

Car body may be made of any substance as long as sharp edges, points and corners are removed and the car is deemed safe and solid by the scrutineers.  (must make it 1 lap at speed around the track without falling apart.)

Car must use the running gear provided through a kit supplied by the Lynden Pioneer Museum.  No extra pieces may be added to the running gear, no reinforcements, no added enhancements.  The pieces supplied in the kit are the only pieces allowed to be used to construct the running gear.
An exception to this rule is that a quick tire change system may be used in which a cotter or retaining pin replaces the head of the wheel bolts.  No washer may be used to reinforce this quick change set up.  

Parts of the running gear damaged during the race may be replaced with like parts from other kits or purchased elsewhere.
2.3 Styles

Any body style may be produced from sleek to fanciful to absurd as long as it meets design requirements and is safe to operate.

3.0 General Rules

No spikes, shredders, edges, saws, teeth, trippers, or injurious objects on the cars.  Any such features will be removed before the race at the discretion of the scrutineers during impound should the features be deemed potentially injurious to other racers or drivers.

4.0  Handle Bars

Handle bars must be made for only one person to push and must be mounted so that the pusher is positioned to push behind the car.

The handle bars may be made from any substance as long as sharp edges, points and corners are removed and the car is deemed safe to race by the scrutineers.

5.0  Best Design Rules


Cars that enter this competition must be race legal.


All Cars entering the race are automatically entered into the best design competition.


Cars that have previously won best design may not be entered again in any form or part.

6.0  Car Impound and Judging


Cars will be impounded for legality and safety check by 5:00PM on the Saturday before the race day.  

Teams requiring changes to their cars will be contacted by 7:00 Saturday evening with the necessary changes.  They will have until 10:00 Monday morning to effect necessary changes for legal entry.
Team Conduct Rules

1.0  Judges

Race Marshal has absolute control of the track, no one may enter or leave the track without permission of the Race Marshal.

Track Judges will call penalties at time of occurrence, teams may dispute penalties, disputed penalties will be brought to the Race Marshal.


Race Marshal has final say on all disputes.


Race Marshal starts race and announces the winner of the heat at the finish line.

Event Manager has final say on entries to race and sets heat schedule.

2.0  Track


2 teams only per heat.


Each team must stay in own lane for entirety of course.


Only pusher and receiver may be in the hand off area at the same time.


No other members are allowed on the track at any time other than hand off.

3.0 Heats and Team Number Assignation


Heat schedule will be set and announced prior to the race as team numbers racing.


Team numbers will be assigned randomly prior to the race

4.0  Teams

4.1
Conduct


Teams must conduct themselves in a sportsmanly manner at all times.


Teams will not enter the pit area of another team unless invited.

4.2
Team Makeup


All Team Members MUST be 14 or OLDER


Teams will consist of 4 members.


One alternate may be included in the team but is not required.


Drivers and pushers may switch place between heats.

The alternate may enter the race at any time between heats.  The replaced team member cannot re-enter the race at any time.

4.3  
No second cars will be allowed.  The team must use the car they enter for scrutiny for the race.  If a car breaks a team will be given the opportunity to fix the car using their own resources.  So bring tools and extra parts as needed.
5.0  Penalties

5.1  Expulsion

Teams and individuals will be expelled for fighting, sabotage, and harassment of other teams, bystanders, or events volunteers.


Individuals or teams will also be expelled after 5 warnings.


Individuals or teams can only be expelled by the Race Marshal.

5.2  Warnings


Teams or individuals will be given a warning should they break any of the rules of conduct and safety.  


5 warnings will constitute an expulsion.

5.3  Forfeiture of Heat



If a team trips, pushes or fouls the other team during a heat they immediately forfeit that heat.

6.0  Safety


Driver must wear a helmet at all times on the track.

No one other than a driver and a racer for each team will be allowed on the track at a time.  The only exception to this is in the handoff area.


Teams must stay in their own lanes at all times.

Any tripping, pushing or purposeful fouling of the other team during a race will result in immediate loss of heat.


Pushers must wear tennis or athletic shoes to race.


Knee and elbow pads for pushers are recommended but not required

7.0  Winning the Race


The team with the most winning heats will win the race at the end of the scheduled heats


Ties will result in a tie-breaking heat for each place tied.

If a tie-breaking heat results in a second or third or fourth place tie a tie-breaking heat will be run for that place.


Each team will race each other team during the race.

7.1 The ring grab

Teams will be given an opportunity each race to grab a ring during the race.

Only one team can grab a ring per race

The ring may be turned in for a coupon allowing a head start of 12 feet (2 car lengths) at any future race the team has.

The ring will be located on the side of the track 8 feet from the outside borders of the track.

The ring does not have to be gathered to win the heat, it is a bonus option only.
7.2  To get the ring:


The car and pusher must be in the ring box

The pusher only can get the ring and must leave the track to do so.  During the time the runner is gathering the ring the car and driver must remain in the box.

The first car to enter the ring box cannot get the ring.  (the lead car is ineligible to gather the ring.)  Only the second place car can stop in the ring box to get the ring.  The first place car must run through the box.

Once the ring has been gathered the team may push for victory of the race and is recommended to do so just in case they can also win the heat.

The pusher must maintain possession of the ring over the finish line to get the ring bonus coupon.
Liability Waiver for Lynde 500

By my signature below I hereby enter into this binding Release and Hold Harmless Agreement (herein after referred to as the “agreement”) with the Lynden Heritage Foundation doing business as the Lynden Pioneer Museum. 

I understand and acknowledge: a) that the Lynde 500 is potentially hazardous;  b) that the race involves grueling physical activity in pushing and racing karts through obstacles and among other racers, and presents a significant challenge and risk of injury to myself and others;  c) that I am familiar with the risks involved, and d) that I should not enter and participate unless I am medically able, mentally aware and properly fit.  I realize that participation in the race is allowed only by my entering into this agreement, and abiding by the rules of conduct and safety presented to me with this agreement, and I acknowledge that such participation is adequate consideration for the rights herein released and obligations undertaken.

Therefore, for myself and my heirs and executors, I hereby a) assume all risks associated or arising out of my participation and actions in and during this race, including but not limited to:  falls, contact with objects or other participants, and conditions of traffic or bystanders;  b) waive any and all specific notice of the existence of such hazards or conditions;  c) assume full and complete responsibility for any injury or accident arising out of or associated with my participation or actions in and during the race;  and d) release the sponsoring organizations, their directors, members, officers, employees, volunteers, or any other person connected with the sponsoring organizations, and indemnify and hold the sponsoring organizations harmless from any and all liability, caused of action, claims, demands, costs or debts of any kind or nature, associated with or arising from or out of my participation in this race, whether such claims are based on negligence or otherwise and whether brought by myself or by any third party persons.

If the participant is under 18 years of age, the parent/guardians signature on this agreement is acknowledgement by the parents, for themselves and as guardians of the minor’s participation in the race is adequate consideration for the rights given up by the parents and on behalf of their minor child.

I have read and understand all rules of safety, conduct and kart design in the Lynde 500 rules.
